Waste Management Contracts Procurement Project

P Blackburn noted that the exclusion paragraph stated in the report was incorrect and should be recorded as Paragraph 8 of Schedule 12A which relates to proposed expenditure under a particular contract.  The report presented to the Authority advised Members of the purpose and content of the proposed Expression of Interest (EOI) for Private Finance Initiative (PFI) Funding prepared for submission to the Department of the Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (DEFRA).  The report sought approval to the submission of the EOI to DEFRA.

Resolved that:

1. the EOI be approved for submission to DEFRA for PFI Funding for the Merseyside Waste Management Contracts Procurement;

2. the required actions to be taken and decisions to be made to facilitate the finalisation of the EOI and OBC, prior to the submission of those documents to DEFRA and in consultation with the lead Member for Procurement, be noted;
3. the Authority investigate mechanisms to incentivise the implementation of collection systems which maximise Merseyside recycling performance and support the Waste Contract Procurement.  Detailed proposals to be the subject of a future report at the appropriate time;
4. commitment be made to the development of a Site Acquisition Strategy which will result in the Authority acquiring sites for delivering the procurement project and submitting planning applications as appropriate; and

5. delegated powers be granted to the Director to make any minor alterations to the EOI prior to its submission to DEFRA.

The following item had not been notified three clear working days in advance of the meeting, however, the Chairman agreed to it being considered as a matter of urgency in order to implement a decision as soon as possible.
