1. Purpose of the report

To consider the adoption of the Anti Fraud and Corruption Strategy attached to the report at Appendix 1.

2. Background

2.1. The Authority approved an Anti Fraud Strategy Statement on 27th March 1998.  This was a single page statement and identified the Authority’s commitment to the prevention and detection of fraud and corruption.

2.2. As part of the Authority’s annual review of its internal controls during 2006, it was identified that this statement needed to be reviewed to ensure that it offered sufficient protection of the Authority’s interests and reputation.

2.3. This review has now taken place and Members are asked to consider the adoption of an Anti Fraud and Corruption Strategy which documents the Authority’s approach and the control measures in place to prevent and detect fraud and corruption.

2.4. The adoption of this strategy aims to promote a fair, equitable and honest approach to service delivery for those providing and receiving the Authority’s services.

3.4. The strategy will be reviewed as part of the annual review of the Authority’s Code of Corporate Governance and Statement of Internal Controls.
